	Talk 4 Writing Text: Dragon Post
Reading- children continue Phase 2 and Phase 3 phonics, as appropriate.

Word writing- Children are being encouraged to hear the sounds in words. 
· Children will practise writing words, phrases and sentences.
· Children will write captions, speech bubbles, labels and messages.
· Children will build up to writing a story introduction.
· Children will use sounds to sound out words and try to spell some short common words correctly (bug, the, and).
	Number- 
-Recognising numbers to 20 (then 30) even in random order.
- Reading numbers to 20 as words and digits.
-Working on counting carefully and methodically.
-Combining two groups (addition).
[bookmark: _GoBack]- Number doubles.
- Counting in two’s
- Understanding place value in numbers being able to say what is one more and one less than a number to 20.
Shape, space and measure – 
· 3-d shape exploration, naming and sorting shapes.
· Time – times of the year, months, times of the day and days of the week.
· Extension: Learn to tell the time to the hour (o’clock) and half past.

	Seasons- We are  observing the  changes that occur in the seasons, what time of year is it now? How do we know when it is Spring and when it is Summer? How does the weather change? How do the trees change? We will visit the Earth Trust and explore signs of spring, with all our senses and see the lambs.

Investigations – digging for bugs…. What can you find hiding outside? Can you find a flying minibeast and a crawling one? Can you draw a picture of what you found and label it?
Can you find out what the biggest bugs are and where in the world they would be found? Can you find a ruler or measuring tape and draw a picture to scale of the biggest bug in the world?
